MEDIA LITERACY TRAINING PROGRAM OVERVIEW & CHECKLIST

At RadioPhoenix.org, we believe that a strong, democratic community requires an informed, media
literate public. We provide the general public with access to affordable media literacy training not
available elsewhere. Successful completion of our media literacy training program can lead to airtime
access for members of the public desiring to develop local radio programs.

This overview provides an outline of our media literacy training program, which we divide into two
segments: (a) general volunteer training, and (b) programmer/producer training.

General volunteer training provides station volunteers with the skills and foundational knowledge
necessary to effectively complete supervised volunteer work. Likewise, volunteers who complete this
segment of our media literacy training program are eligible to complete the programmer training segment,
which provides opportunities to host a radio program. Below are the workshops necessary to complete
general volunteer training.
